kick, high toss hitch kick, toss flash/flash catch back hand, 2 baton- high toss
2 hand spin, high toss pick-up, high toss put down, high toss hook

e Girls should wear hair in a tight ponytail and school colors.

e The required tricks are a minimum needed. Having these tricks mastered
does not guarantee a spot on the line. Judges have sole discretion.

e Estimated expense sheet and practice schedule must be signed and returned
on or before tryouts.

e Girls who make the line will need a completed medical release form before
the first game.
